Summary:

At CM Alen’s request (in the form of a Council Action Request Form), the Council decided at the
November 12t meeting to conduct a (economic development) visioning session facilitated by Mr.
Richard Bowen, a Northern Arizona University faculty member. Mr. Bowen had attended a
September council meeting to give an overview of the Visioning exercise. At the Council’s
direction, | spoke to Mr. Bowen recently about arrangement details.

Mr. Bowen advised that the exercise will contain two two-hour sessions. The first session will be
an inventory of the town’s economic development factors, such as demographic factors and
major employers in Dewey-Humboldt. The purpose is to understand who we are, analyze the
town’s economic base and relevant economic trends in order to identify the town’s strengths
and challenges. The second session will be strategy formation through visioning dialogues among
town officials. Mr. Bowen will personally facilitate both sessions. Although the public is invited
to the sessions, the sessions are not designed to allow public comments. Upon conclusion of the
Visioning sessions, Mr. Bowen’s team will generate a report.

Mr. Bowen and | have tentatively scheduled the two part exercise for Tuesday afternoons on
February 25 and March 25. Prior to the first session, | also expect some reading materials
provided by his team for council review.

The sessions are generally thought-provoking in nature. My experience concurred that when
done right, this exercise will help town officials gain an assessment of external opportunities and
internal strengths and enable us to identify goals and pursue them strategically.

A SPECIAL STUDY SESSION OF THE DEWEY-HUMBOLDT TOWN COUNCIL WAS HELD

HUMBOLDT, ARIZONA. MAYOR TERRY NOLAN PRESIDED.

1. Call To Order. The meeting was called to order at 2:03 p.m.

2.

Roll Call.
2.1. Town Council. Town Council Members Arlene Alen, Jack Hamilton (arrived late at 2:09

p.m.), Mark McBrady, Sonya Williams-Rowe (arrived late at 2:41 p.m.), Nancy Wright
(absent at roll call but came back at 2:06 p.m.); Vice Mayor Dennis Repan; and Mayor
Terry Nolan were present.

Study Agenda. No legal action to be taken.

3.1.Council Code of Ethics further discussion. Discussion following attorney review of

Council Code of Ethics document and direction on how to proceed.

Mayor Nolan reviewed his recommended revisions to the Town Council’s Code of Ethics
document. CM Wright arrived back to the table at 2:06 p.m.

There was discussion on whether to remove or keep the “nepotism” paragraph, page 7
of the packet, Section Ill, 5" paragraph down. CM Hamilton arrived at 2:09 p.m.

Council continued to review the Mayor’'s recommended changes: changing the order of
the oath wording pertaining to federal, state and local government references; ethics
subcommittee role- authority to make final decision or just a recommendation to council.

Council discussed whether to codify the code of ethics or just leave it as a policy and
whether to accept any of the mayor's recommended modifications. The Mayor and
Councilmember McBrady spoke in support of requiring a supermajority vote on an ethics
decision.

Public comment was taken on this item.

Jerry Brady spoke on the Council being bound by the Arizona Constitution and if an
ordinance is in conflict with state laws it will be invalid.

There was further discussion on the document and sanctions.
Town Attorney, Susan Goodwin arrived at 2:37 p.m.

Council discussed further the reasons for this document or having ethics issues handled
through the voters using current state law procedures.

Councilmember Williams-Rowe arrived at 2:41 p.m.

Town Attorney Goodwin spoke on legal issues: fines can’t be imposed unless adopted
as an ordinance; ethics subcommittee role can be defined either as authority for final
decision or just to recommend.

Public comment was taken on this item again.

Jerry Brady spoke on going through the Attorney General for an ethics opinion; primary
recourse to send it to the state electoral commission for their decision.
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Town Council Work Session Minutes, December 10, 2013
Town Attorney Goodwin responded to Mr. Brady’'s comments explaining that the advice
was not true, explaining what alleged violations they do review.

Vice Mayor Repan asked for this to be moved forward with comments and
recommendations by the Town Attorney and codify it.

Town Manager Kimball asked for clarification. The version to codify is the Town
Attorney’s version with two minor changes recommended by the Mayor: 1) Page 8,
Oath-order of governments listed changed to federal, state, local; 2) last paragraph on
page 7-change second committee to commission. This will be brought back as an
ordinance for council’s decision at the December 17" regular Council meeting.

3.2.Send the General Plan back to the Planning and Zoning commission to review and
look at a Main Street or Old Town designation for the Town.[CAARF requested by
Mayor Nolan and continued from November 5, 2013 Regular meeting]

Council reviewed what has been done regarding looking into the process for historic
overlay and main street designation. This report has been made to the Council. Council
discussed the “next steps” that Council needs to take for a designation.

Public comment was taken on this item.

Jerry Brady spoke on the order for designation of an historic district is through a popular
vote of the public, then council, then administrative action, in order to obtain grants for
this.

There was discussion on whether this was directly tied to the visioning issue.
Councilmember Alen explained it was related but different, therefore they could move
forward on this item separately of the visioning item.

Councilmember Alen and Town Manager Kimball will work together on this to bring it to
the January work session for further discussion. Councilmember Alen stated she would
try to have this information available for the council in advance of the work session.

3.3.Revisit process CAARF (Council Agenda Action Request Form) submittals from
inception through action. [CAARF requested by CM Alen and moved from December
3, 2013 Regular meeting]

Councilmember Alen spoke on challenges she has identified with the current process
and gave an overview of how it was developed. She suggested modifying the process to
make it simpler, concise, organized, removing the subjectivity and placing all requests on
a work session until they are ready to go to a regular session.

Council discussed whether there was a need for a change to what the current policy is
and if so, how to change it. Mayor Nolan suggested they could change the number of
meetings to 1 Regular meeting and 2 Work Sessions per month. There was discussion
on problems with this suggestion.

4. Special Session. Legal Action can be taken.

4.1.Whether to hold additional special session(s) this month. This is an established
agenda item for Council's discussion on whether to add an additional special study
session and if so, to set the date.

Council reached consensus to not hold a special study session this month due to the
holidays.

Mayor Nolan explained they will wait until December 17, 2013 Regular Council
meeting to discuss this agenda item again. Council reached consensus that they
would not need to put it on the agenda as a possible Executive Session for that
meeting, but keep it in a regular session.

Jerry Brady spoke on the fiduciary and statutory duties regarding the Yarnell 19; an
administrative policy brought forward last year; local government's responsibility for
implementation of firefighter safety policy.

Recommendation: Accept the proposed IGA
Summary:

As early as Spring, during the budget discussions, the Council expressed interest in forming an
IGA with the City of Prescott to allow D-H citizens to participate in the Household Hazardous
Waste program. It is Staff’s understanding that the City of Prescott’s HHW program is well
managed and implemented with direct assistance from the City Police Department.

At the September 3™ Council meeting, Council directed staff to draft the IGA. The IGA was
prepared by the Town attorney and sent over to the City of Prescott soon after. We recently
received Prescott’s revisions. The town attorney and | have reviewed the revised IGA and
recommend the Council accept the IGA.

After council execution of the IGA, it will be sent to the City of Prescott Council for approval and
execution.

Once the IGA is executed by both municipalities, D-H citizens can participate in Prescott’s
Household Hazardous Waste Day in April. The town will be billed after the event based on
participation.

HHW IGA
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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
FOR USE OF HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE FACILITY BETWEEN THE
CITY OF PRESCOTT AND THE TOWN OF DEWEY-HUMBOLDT

THIS AGREEMENT ("Agreement") is entered into as of the _ day of
2013 between the CITY OF PRESCOTT, an Arizona municipal corporation (hereinafier
"Prescott"), and the TOWN OF DEWEY-HUMBOLDT, an Arizona municipal corporation
(hereinafter "Dewey-Humboldt™), Prescott and Dewey-Humboldt are referred to collectively in
this Agreement as the "Parties" and each individually as a "Party".

RECITALS

l. The Parties are authorized by Arizona Revised Statutes Title 49, Chapter 4 and by
Arizona Revised Statutes Section 9-500.07 to provide solid waste services and recycling
services; and

2. The Parties are authorized by A.R.S. §11-952 to enter into intergovernmental
agreements to carry out municipal services; and

3. Dewey-Humboldt has requested Prescott to permit. Dewey-Humboldt to
participate in Prescott’s Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) program and use Prescott’s facility
(“Facility”) for this purpose; and

4. The Parties believe it is in the best interests of their communities and residents to
enter into this Intergovernmental Agreement for HHW services.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and obligations set forth
herein, and for good and valuable consideration the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows.

AGREEMENT

1. Purpose of the Agreement. The purpose of this Agreement is to provide residents of
Dewey-Humboldt the opportunity to participate in HHW collection event operated by Prescott
for the removal and recycling of HHW and to set forth the terms and conditions pursuant to
which Prescott will permit Dewey-Humboldt to participate in Prescott’s HHW collection event.

2. Definitions. The following terms shall have the following meanings unless the context
requires otherwise:

Disposal Rules shall mean the rules set forth on Exhibit A for the disposal of HHW at the
Facility.

Facility means the Prescott Transfer Station facility located at 2800 Sundog Ranch Rd.
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Household Hazardous Waste, or HHW, shall mean the items or types of waste set forth
on Exhibit A.

3. Effective Date; Termination. This Agreement shall be effective on , 2013
and continue for one year unless terminated, cancelled or extended by either Prescott or Dewey-
Humboldt. The Agreement shall be automatically renewed each successive year. Either Party
may terminate this Agreement either for cause or for convenience by providing the other Party
with six (6) months’ prior written notice of termination.

4. Responsibilities of Prescott. Prescott shall:

4,1  Permit residents of Dewey-Humboldt who present a driver’s license, or other
identification acceptable to Prescott evidencing residency in Dewey-Humboldt, to participate in
HHW collection event operated by Prescott during an event’s operating hours.

42  Appoint in writing an authorized representative to act on behalf of Prescott in
matters related to this Agreement and notify Dewey-Humboldt of such appointment.

43  Accept HHW at the Facility from Dewey-Humboldt residents and dispose of or
recycle such HHW in accordance with applicable state or federal law.

4.4  Contract for the hiring of a Contractor for HHW removal services.

4.5  Maintain accurate records of its performance under the terms of this Agreement
with generally accepted accounting principles and practices and permit Dewey-Humboldt to
examine such records during Prescott business hours. Such records shall be kept by Prescott and
made available to Dewey-Humboldt for at least one year after completion of an HHW collection
event,

4.6  Invoice Dewey-Humboldt for its pro-rata share of the total cost incurred for an
event. Total costs include Prescoti staff costs, operating supplies, operating expenses, and the
Contractor’s final invoice. Pro-rata share is equal to the total number of Dewey-Humboldt
vehicles participating in an event divided by an event’s total vehicles that participated.

S. Responsibilities of Dewey-Humboldt. Dewey-Humboldt shall:

5.1 Appoint in writing an authorized representative to act on behalf of Dewey-
Humboldt in matters related to this Agreement and notify Prescott of such appointment.

5.2  Implement an education program for Dewey-Humboldt residents related to
Disposal Rules and acceptable Household Hazardous Waste

53  Reimburse Prescott for Dewey-Humboldt’s pro-rata share of the total costs

incurred for an event. Prescott’s invoices for events will be due and payable within 30 calendar
days of date of invoice.
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6. General Provisions.

6.1  The Disposal Rules set forth on Exhibit A and the list of HHW acceptable and
unacceptable items set forth on Exhibit A may be modified by Prescott’s authorized
representative with thirty (30) days written notice to Dewey-Humboldt.

6.2  All exhibits attached to and referenced in this Agreement are by this reference
incorporated herein.

6.3  To the fullest extent permitted by law, each Party (“Indemnitor™) shall pay,
defend, indemnify and hold harmless the other Party (“Indemnitee”) its agents, officers, officials
and employees from and against all demands, claims, proceedings, suits, damages, losses and
expenses (including but not limited to attorney fees, court costs, and the cost of appellate
proceedings), and all claim adjustment and handling expenses, relating to, arising out of, or
alleged to have resulted from acts, errors, mistakes, omissions, Services caused by the
Indemnitor, its agents, or employees arising out of the performance of this Agreement by the
Indemnitor. The Indemnitor’s duty to defend, hold harmless and indemnify the Indemnitee, its
agents, officers, officials and employees shall arise in connection with any claim, damage, loss or
expense that is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease, death, or injury to, impairment, or
destruction of property including loss of use of resulting therefrom, caused by the Indemnitor’s
acts, errors, mistakes, omissions in the performance of this Agreement. Such indemnity does not
extend to Indemnintee’s negligence.

7. Miscellaneous.

7.1  Notices authorized or permitted by this Agreement shall be given as follows:

7.2 This Agreement shall not be construed to imply authority to perform any tasks, or
accept any responsibility, not expressly set forth herein.

7.3 Asrequired by A.R.S. § 41-4401, each Party hereby warrants its compliance with
all federal immigration laws and regulations that relate to its employees and A.R.S. § 23-214(A).
Each Party further warrants that after hiring an employee, it verifies the employment eligibility
of the employee through the E-Verify program. If either Party uses any subcontractors in
performance of the Agreement, subcontractors shall warrant their compliance with all federal
immigration laws and regulations that relate to its employees and AR.S. § 23-214(A), and
subcontractors shall further warrant that after hiring an employee, such subcontractor vetifies the
employment eligibility of the employee through the E-Verify program. A breach of this

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warranty shall be deemed a material breach of the Agreement subject to penalties up to and
including termination. A Party shall not be deemed in material breech if it and/or its
subcontractors establish compliance with the employment verification provisions of Section
274A and 274B of the federal Immigration and Nationality Act and the E-Verify requirements
contained in A.R.S. § 23-214(A). Each Party retains the legal right to inspect the papers of the
other Party and/or its subcontractor engaged in performance of this Agreement to ensure that the
other Party and/or its subcontractor is complying with the warranty. Any inspection will be
conducted after reasonable notice and at reasonable times. If state law is amended, the Parties
may modify this paragraph consistent with state law.

7.4 In their respective performances under this IGA, the Parties shall comply with all
applicable laws, statutes, rules, regulations, and ordinances including without limitation, those
governing wages, hours, employment discrimination and safety.

7.5  This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties. All prior
and contemporaneous agreements, understandings, negotiations, representations and
understandings of the Parties, oral or written, are hereby superseded by this Agreement.

7.6 Prescott shall cause this Agreement to be recorded in the official records of the
Yavapai County Recorder (the “County Recorder”), and the official records of the Secrefary
of State (the “Secretary of State”) within ten (10) days after its approval and execution.

7.7  Except as otherwise specifically provided herein, no change or addition is to
be made to this Agreement except by written amendment approved by the Dewey-Humboldt
and Prescott Councils. Within ten (10) days after the execution of the amendment to this
Agreement, such amendment shall be recorded in the applicable Official Records of the
County Recorder, Secretary of State and Yavapai County Recorder.

7.8  No waiver by any Party of a breach of this Agreement will be construed as a
waiver of a succeeding breach of the same or any other covenant of this Agreement. No
delay in exercising any right granted by this Agreement will constitute a waiver of that right.
No waiver shall be effective unless it is in writing and is signed by the Party asserted to have
granted such waiver.

7.9  This Agreement may be executed in two (2) or more counterparts, each of
which shall be deemed an original; but all of which together shall constitute one and the
same instrument. The signature pages from one or more counterparts may be removed from
such counterparts and such signature pages all attached to a single instrument.

7.10 The captions used in this Agreement are inserted for convenience in reference
only and are not to be used to interpret or construe this Agreement.

7.11 The recitals to this Agrecement are hereby affirmed by the Parties as true and
correct and are incorporated in and made a part of this Agreement by this reference.

7.12  Each of the Parties represents and warrants to the other that it has full power and
authority to enter into and perform this Agreement, and that the person signing on behalf of

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each has been properly authorized and empowered to bind the Party on whose behalf each such
individual is signing.

7.13  This IGA shall be governed by the substantive and procedural laws of the State of
Arizona and shall be deemed to have been executed in Yavapai County, Arizona.

7.14  To the extent permitted by law, the Parties, their respective officers, employees,
subcontractors, agents and assigns, shall not divulge to third Parties (without the prior consent of
all Parties) any information obtained by them though the performance under this IGA.

7.15  Any Notice by any Party to the other shall be considered duly served and
delivered in person to the office of the authorized representative listed in Paragraph 7.1, or if
deposited in the U.S. mail, properly stamped with required postage, and addressed to the
authorized representative listed in Paragraph 7.1. Any Party may change its representative or the
address thereof by giving the other written notice.

7.16  Tailure or unreasonable delay by any Party to perform or act in accordance with
any term or condition of this IGA shall constitute a breach of this IGA. A Party claiming a
breach by another Party shall provide written notice thereof said notice setting forth the factual
basis for the determination that a breach has occurred. If the breach is not remedied within thirty
(30) days of the breaching Party’s receipt of notice or within such additional time as may be
reasonably required to remedy the breach, the non-breaching Party may exercise all rights and
remedies as provided in this IGA or otherwise by law. No waiver by a Party of a breach of any
of the terms, covenants, or conditions of this IGA shall be construed or held to be a waiver of
any succeeding or preceding breach of the same or any other term, covenant or condition herein
contained.

7.17  Each of the Parties hereto shall execute and deliver all such documents and
perform all such acts as are reasonably necessary, from time to time, to catry out the matter
contemplated in this IGA.

7.18  Itis notintended by this IGA to, and nothing contained in this IGA shall, create
any partnership, joint venture or other arrangement between or among the Parties. No term or
provision of this IGA is intended to, or shall, be for the benefit of any person, firm, organization
or corporation not a Party hereto, and no such other person, firm, organization or corporation
shall have any right or cause of action hereunder.

7.19  The Parties hereto expressly covenant and agree that in the event of litigation
arising from this IGA, no Party shall be entitled to an award of attorneys’ fees, either pursuant to
the IGA, pursuant to A.R.S Section 12-341.01 (A) and (B), or pursuant to any other state or
federal statuie.

7.20  Inthe event any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, section, article or other
portion of this IGA shall become illegal, null or void or against public policy, for any reason, or
shall be held by any court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal, null or void or against public
policy, the remaining portions of this IGA shall not be affected thereby and shall remain in full
force and effect to the fullest extent permitted by law.

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7.21  This IGA may be canceled without penalty pursuant to A.R.S. Section 38-511 in
the event a conflict of interest is described therein by any person significantly involved in i
negotiating this IGA on behalf of the respective Parties.

Summary:

At the November 6, 2013 Council meeting, the Town Council granted a 30-foot strip of the Second
Street right-of-way to DHHS for museum display and parking uses through a License Agreement.

The initial term for the License Agreement was one (1) year and may be extended by both parties.

In tandem with the license agreement, in December 2012, the Town Council also approved a Use
Permit for DHHS to operate the museum at the location adjacent to the 30° ROW. The Use Permit
was for a period of one (1) year and subject to renewal.

DHHS has requested renewals for both the license agreement for the 30’ ROW and the Use Permit
for the property located at 12925 E. Main St. and the adjacent 30° ROW.

Staff has conducted site visits to verify the conditions stipulated in the license agreement have
been met. We are satisfied with the inspections except Condition 6.e. in the License Agreement
“screening” requirement which has been decided unnecessary by the Council when approving
the initial Use Permit which governs the museum property and the 30" ROW.

The status of the use remains the same since a year ago when the License Agreement was
entered into; staff recommends the same agreement to be renewed for the same term of the
use permit renewal or until Licensee (DHHS) discontinues to operate the museum at its current
location within the renewed period.

Summary:

The application:

The Use Permit applicant, Dewey-Humboldt Historical Society (DHHS), is requesting a renewal
of UP2012-2 through a new application UP2013-5 for a period of five (5) years. Originally
UP2012-2 was approved by the Town Council in December 2012 for a period of one year.

The property is currently zoned as Cl-1 Commercial; Neighborhood Sales and Services.
Surrounding uses include the following: antique mall, restaurant, thrift store, church,
telecommunication storage/supply/server building. Pursuant to Town Code Section 153.042 (B),
a museum is not an outright permissible use. The applicant requested the extension to be for a
five (5) year period which is the maximum allowed period for a Use Permit duration according
to the Town Code Section 153.091 (C)(1)(a). Staff believes that the use of a museum is
compatible with the Town’s General Plan for Commercial District and would not be detrimental
to its surrounding uses.

The original Use Permit UP2012-2 allowed for the use of a museum and related activities;
UP2012-2 also granted a waiver from Town Code Section 153.085 Outside Display, Commercial,
except that the following items must be done in the outside display area. 1). Area of display
items to be covered with an approved dust-free material in lieu of paving. 2). Parking area must
be provided on site as required by Town Code Section 153.110(A). 3). All setbacks for display
items to comply with Town Code Section 153.085(D)(1)(2).

The process:

In December 2012, the Town Council approved DHHS original Use Permit application for a
period of one year (UP2012-2). On December 23, 2013 an application for a renewal of UP2012-
2 was received by the Town of Dewey-Humboldt (UP2013-5) requesting that the Use Permit be
renewed for a period of five (5) years.

Town Code Section 153.091(C)(1){a): Use permits may be granted for duration of no more than
five years. a request for renewal/extension (to extend the duration of the permitted use as
originally approved) must be processed in the same manner as the original use permit request,
except that the Town Council may review and extend a use permit upon its expiration without
posting or publication, provided no material conditions of the use permit is altered.

Town staff will notify the Planning and Zoning Commission about the renewal request at the
January 9, 2014 meeting.

Staff Analysis and Recommendation:

Since the December 2012 issuance of the original Use Permit, the applicant has complied with
all stipulations as required under UP2012-2. The applicant was able to demonstrate that the
originally granted Use Permit uses are not detrimental to others and the events held on the
property according to the Use Permit have been positively received by the Community. DHHS
has installed gravel and railroad tie barriers at each artifact location and will continue this
practice as each new display item is located. Staff has received no complaints about the use or
activities taking place at this location. DHHS has installed one new display item in the past year
and has fully cooperated with staff on this matter.

The proposed Use Permit renewal contains the same scope of uses as requested under the
original Use Permit (UP2012-2). Therefore, staff recommends to Council approval of a Use
Permit renewal (UP2013-5) for a period of five (5) years with the stipulations listed below.

Recommended Stipulations:

The Use Permit will become invalid if Dewey-Humboldt Historical Society discontinue
operating the museum during the renewed term.

1). DHHS must renew and follow all conditions of the License Agreement for the adjacent 30’
strip of Town right-of-way.

2). DHHS must apply for Special Events permits as required by Town Code Section
153.091(D)(4).

3). Any modifications, alterations or increased intensities that conflict with the Use Permit
and/or stipulations of approval shall result in the requirements of a new Use Permit application
in compliance with the procedure listed in Town Code Section 153.091( Use Permits).

4). The Use Permit is granted to the applicant, Dewey-Humboldt Historical Society (DHHS), who
operates the museum on the property located at 12925 E. Main Street, owned by the Gateway
Baptist Church and adjacent 30’ strip of Town right-of-way. Change of the property occupant
would constitute termination of this Use Permit. Transfer modification or alteration of the Use
Permit shall result in the requirement of a new application in compliance with Town Code
Section 153.091 (Use Permit).

5). Activities covered under this Use Permit must be for museum related educational and
history preservation purposes. Commercial activities conducted for personal or private gains on
the “museum” properties will not be covered by this Use Permit. In order to be qualified as
outside display items under this Use Permit, DHHS must provide written information of each
item to be displayed, demonstrating its historical significance. Items that do not meet criteria
will not be allowed to be stored or displayed on the museum property or adjacent right-of-way.

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6). DHHS shall submit a site plan for review and approval by the Town Zoning Administrator
prior to the placement of any new exhibits or installation of any items in the outside display
areas, including the bank property and its adjacent 30’ strip licensed area. Site plan shall
contain dimension and background information of the new item. Town Code Section
153.085(A), (D), (1) and LA 6.d.

7). Outside display area shall be covered with an approved dust-free material in lieu of Town
Code Section 153.085(F)’s paving requirements.

8). Parking must be on premise as required by Town Code Section 153.110(A). Must be enough
room to provide a minimum of 7 easily accessible, 9'’x20’ parking stalls. Artifact and parking stall
locations shall be approved in advance by the Town’s Community Development Coordinator
prior to the placement of any display items.

9). All setbacks of the display items shall be in accordance with the Town Code Section
153.085(D)(1)(2). Items must be a minimum twenty feet (20’) from the nearest edges of
pavement or useable road surface; and six feet (6’) from the right-of-way line.
