ELECTION NEWS 
 

  The November 3rd General   
Election is almost here. The Voter 
Registration Deadline is October 
5th. Beginning October 7th, the 
Ballot Box located at the southeast 
corner of the Town Hall parking lot 
(marked Yavapai County Official 
Ballot Box) will be available to drop 
off your ballot. 
  Your local vote center is the  
Gateway Baptist Church located at 
12900 E. Prescott Dells Ranch 
Road, however you may vote at 
any Yavapai County Vote Center. 
Vote centers are open from 6:00 
a.m. to 7:00 p.m. on Election Day.

  The Town’s mayor and two   
council seats were decided at the 
Primary Election with John Hughes 
winning the mayoral election        
(2-year term) and Glen Blomgren 
and incumbent Amy Lance winning 
council seats (4-year terms). 
  There is still one council seat left 
vacant and is available to Write-In 
Candidates. The candidates are       
Baker, Christopher; Lake, Patti; 
Stanfield, Debra; and Thomas, 
Barry. 
  The last day to request a Ballot by 
Mail is October 23rd and the last 
day to vote early in person is     
October 30th. 
  The Mayor and elected Council 
Members will subscribe to the oath 
of office at the Regular Council 
Meeting on December 1st.

ORDINANCES 
FIRST/SECOND READ 

 

  On October 13th, Town Council will     
continue discussion on possibly creating 
a Dewey-Humboldt Code of Ordinances 
provision to require first and second read/
adoption of ordinances, making conform-
ing changes to the Code, and of modify-
ing Town Council Policy PG TC20-04 
accordingly. 

Definition and Use of Ordinances 
  An ordinance is a local law of a city or 
town, duly enacted by the proper        
authorities, prescribing general, uniform 
and permanent rules of conduct relating 
to the corporate affairs of the               
municipality. 
  Ordinances are general or special     
depending upon their subject matter. 
  General ordinances impose certain  
restrictions upon the community and   
upon the administration of the municipal 
government. General ordinances amend, 
repeal or add to the city/town code. 
  Special ordinances are specific to a 
property, person or corporation and are 
not usually placed in the city/town code, 
such as an annexation or rezoning. 
  The proposed amendment will be     
discussed at the October 13th Town 
Council Study Session at 6:30 p.m. This 
meeting will be available for the public to 
attend via Zoom.

The next 
steps include gathering accurate cost 
information, working on engineered  
drawings, beginning process for a septic 
permit, creation of bid documents for the 
purchase of the metal building, and  
working with the United States            

Department of Agriculture on terms for 
a potential loan for the purchase of the 
new building.

EPA NEWS 
 

  The U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) has published a new 
fact sheet to remind parents to talk to 
their children/
teenagers 
about staying 
away from the 
dangerous 
smelter and 
mine proper-
ties. They will 
be mailing it to 
their mailing 
list of roughly 
3,000 ad-
dresses. This 
effort is to reinforce their messages 
from an October 2019 press release 
and fact sheet, in addition to an article 
which was published in the July 2020 
Dewey-Humboldt Newsletter. 
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HOME OCCUPATION 
 

  The Home-Based Business Permit/
Code will be on the agenda for     
review and discussion October 6th. 
  Town Ordinance § 153.077 defines 
the rules for home occupations as 
follows: 
1)  A home occupation shall be    
conducted in a primary dwelling or in 
an attached or detached accessory 
structure and shall be clearly        
incidental to the use of the primary 
structure as a dwelling or accessory 
structure as a garage, workshop, 
storage shed or barn. 
2)  In no way shall the appearance of 
the structure or premises be so    
altered or the conduct of the         
occupation within the structure be 
such that it can be recognized as 
serving a nonresidential use (either 
by color, materials, construction, 
lighting, signs, sounds or noises,  
vibrations, display of equipment and 
the like). 
3)  The home occupation shall not 
cause any sustained noises,         
vibrations, noxious fumes, dust, 
odors or glare. The use shall not  
create any radio or television        
interference or cause any parking or 
additional traffic beyond what a    
normal single family residence would 
generate in the immediate         
neighborhood. 
4)  No one other than a resident of 
the dwelling shall be employed in the 
conduct of a home occupation. 
5)  No storage of materials and/or 
supplies, including vehicles or   
equipment used in the occupation, 
indoors or outdoors, shall be        
permitted which will be hazardous to 
surrounding neighbors or detrimental 
to the residential character of the 
neighborhood. Outside storage shall 
be in keeping with outside storage 
requirements for a single family    
residence. 
6)  The home occupation shall not 
utilize or rely upon delivery or service 
from large vehicles not customary in 
residential areas. 
7)  The use shall not generate      
pedestrian or vehicular traffic beyond 
that normal to the district in which it 
is located. 

8)  Signage shall not advertise the 
home occupation. 
9)  Home occupations, where permitted, 
shall be subject to issuance of a home 
occupation permit and shall comply with 
the noted criteria. The home occupation 
application shall be subject to review by 
the Zoning Administrator at any time. 
Violation of any of the criteria for a 
home occupation as set out in this 
chapter shall be grounds for             
cancellation of the home occupation 
permit. The Zoning Administrator shall 
have the authority to revoke the home 
occupation permit if it has been   
demonstrated that the terms and      
conditions of this section have been 
violated. 
10)  A decision of the Zoning             
Administrator approving, disapproving 
or imposing conditions, regarding the 
home occupation, may be appealed to 
the Board of Adjustment. Appeal is  
subject to an application for appeal   
being on file with the Zoning              
Administrator within 30 days of         
notification of action taken on the home 
occupation. 
  The October 6th meeting will be   
available for the public to attend via 
Zoom and starts at 6:30 p.m.

4)  What positive or negative impacts do 
you foresee resulting from the issues 
identified in questions 1 and 2 (such as 
the effect on your community’s decision-
making, policies, or prioritization of          
projects)? 
5)  What, if any, specific leadership

SAFETY TIPS 

 

  Gas Fuel Appliances: Change out   
air filters, check appliances for gas 
leaks and check out exhaust and    
combustible air ventilation systems. It 
is recommended to have a licensed     
mechanical contractor do a complete 
check-up on the gas heating system. A 
carbon monoxide detector is also a 
highly recommended device if you use 
gas-fuel appliances. 

  Smoke Alarms: Replace batteries 
and TEST the alarms to make sure 
they are in good working order. 

Wood Stove/Fireplace/Pellet 

  Stove: Clean the flue/exhaust pipes 
regularly to ensure your appliances 
work more efficiently. 

  Doors and Windows: Replace any 
worn out weather stripping around the 
doors and windows.
